The rich 
reds, soft greens, and deep browns in her 
workwork are entirely natural, revealing a quiet 
beauty often overlooked beneath the waves.

Her connection to the sea started in 
childhood on Martha’s Vineyard, where she 
spearfished with her parents and developed 
a deep respect for marine life. At eleven, a 
simple seaweed bookmark sparked her 
imagination and set her on a lifelong path of 
experimentation and discovery.
